Device & Common Issues:

1.LED Light Malfunction:

In offline mode, the LED light defaults to a 16-hour on, 8-hour off cycle, starting from when
the "Power" button is pressed. If you've set a custom light schedule via the app, the device
will only turn on during the specified time intervals—please check if the current time falls
within these intervals.

Also, ensure the connections between the light pole, lamp base, and light panel are secure.
If your LED light is malfunctioning, please send us photos, and we’ll resolve the issue as
soon as possible.
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2 The Circulation Pump of the Water Tank Doesn't Work & Pump Malfunction:

LetPot circulation pump is designed to automatically work for 30 minutes and then pause for 30
minutes. It starts circulating automatically when the device is powered on, and its silent design
means you'll hardly notice it working. You can feel a slight vibration on the outer wall of the
water tank when the pump is active. If your pump is malfunctioning, it's often due to impurities in
the tank, such as roots clogging the pump. You can remove the sponge and rinse it with clean
water. If your pump still doesn't work after cleaning, please contact us, and we will resolve the
issue promptly.

3.Unable to Connect to Router & Wi-Fi Connection Issues:
Check for these common issues when unable to connect to Wi-Fi:

1.Ensure the Wi-Fi password is correct. Pay attention to the case sensitivity and length of your
password. You can verify the password by trying to connect to the Wi-Fi with your phone.

2.0ur devices only support 2.4Ghz Wi-Fi networks. If you have a dual-band router, please
consult your router service provider to split different SSIDs and passwords for the 2.4Ghz and
5Ghz networks. Then, select the 2.4Ghz network on the device's Wi-Fi search page in the app
to connect.

3.Try connecting the device to a different Wi-Fi network or create a hotspot with your phone to
test the connection. If you still can't connect, please reach out to us via the app or our service
email, and we'll help you out ASAP!

4.False Water Shortage Alarm and the beep sound

LetPot monitors water and nutrient levels by detecting pump speed. If the pump isn’t working
properly, the app will show a pump or nutrient shortage warning. If a water shortage is detected,
the buzzer beeps and the pump stops, then restarts after 3 minutes. You can turn off the buzzer
in the app.

For new devices, fill the tank before powering on. Try turning the pump off and on a few times —
some new pumps need several restarts to begin working.

5.lnaccurate Timing of Light On/Off

Please connect your device to Wi-Fi. Once connected, the device will automatically synchronize
the time with your phone. The light will only stay on during the setting duration.

On the LetPot app, the light will only turn on and off according to the set schedule when the
power switch is turned on. The opening time of LetPot's light is generally set between 12 to 16
hours per day, depending on the plant. It is recommended to provide a minimum of 12 hours of
light per day once the plant has grown leaves.

6.The light turns off after a few seconds.

Typically the device will determines if it is within the working period. If not, the indicator light on
the brightness button will be off, indicating that the light is off by default. Please check if it is
currently within the set light-on time range. Note that the device will automatically set the
sametime zone as your phone during network setup and then synchronize the time through the
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network. The device may take a few minutes to synchronize the time for the first time, during
which the supplementary light may turn off. You can go to the control page of the device in the
app, click the settings button in the top right corner, and at the bottom of the settings page, click
the refresh button to view the current time of the device. Once the device's time is correct, you
can then set the opening and closing times for the light.

7.Unable to detect the device via Bluetooth
1.Make sure this device is not in your APP device list

2. When adding a device, please ensure your phone's Bluetooth is on. If you're an Android user,
please allow the app permissions to find nearby devices and precise location.

8.My package is missing parts

Plants / Other Issues:
1.My sponge has green algae and mold? How can | prevent this?

Algae and mold issues usually occur due to lack of shading stickers or poor seed quality. By
affixing shading stickers on the white plastic baskets, you can effectively avoid this problem.

If the plants are still small, you can try to replant by following these steps:

1.Remove the old plants, thoroughly drain and rinse the water tank, discard all sponges or
plants that have come into contact with mold/algal growth, and clean the used planting baskets
and lids. Keep all accessories used in the system clean and place new sponges into the
baskets.

2.Plant 2-3 seeds in each new sponge.
3.Apply green shading stickers (this helps prevent algae growth).

4.Cover with a transparent seedling cover (this helps maintain humidity and moisture during the
germination stage).

5.Position the light panel 4-6 inches above the plants.

6.Remove the transparent seedling cover when the seeds have 2-3 leaves. For larger plants like
tomatoes, keep only the best-growing seedling in each sponge. For smaller plants like
vegetables, keeping 1-2 seedlings per sponge is sufficient.

7.As the plants grow taller, adjust the height of the light panel to maintain about 6 inches of
distance from the plants.

If your plants are already mature, you can use a cotton swab dipped in hydrogen peroxide and
then apply it to the surface of the sponge where algae or mold is growing, which can eliminate
and suppress the growth of mold.



2.0nly a few plants are growing & my plants have wilted:

The quality of seeds plays a crucial role in plant growth. For the best results, we recommend
purchasing seeds from reputable brands and supermarkets, ensuring the growth temperature
of the plant is suitable for your current environment. You can store seeds in the fridge or a cool
place. Here are our recommendations for choosing seeds:

A. When buying seeds, please check the expiration date.

B. Avoid purchasing and using white or green seeds. Look for quality seeds in darker colors, like
gray, brown, or black.

C. Check the surface of the seeds. Look for seeds that appear glossy and reflect light. They
should also have a sturdy and smooth texture.

D. Consider the symmetry and shape of the seeds. Look for symmetric and teardrop-shaped
seeds, as irregular or uneven shapes may indicate poor quality or immaturity.

Wilting could also be caused by too high nutrient concentration. Make sure the ratio of nutrient
solution to water is correct to avoid too high nutrient concentration. Also, keep the LED light
panel about 4-6 inches from the plants. If you're unsure of the cause of wilting, you can send us
pictures or ask other members in the LetPot community, and we'll be very happy to help.

3.Can sponges be reused?

We do not recommend reusing sponges as they may not be as effective as the first use.
Furthermore, reusing old sponges may introduce bacteria and potentially lead to disease.
However, to support environmental sustainability, the white baskets and transparent shading
covers can be reused after thorough cleaning. You can also purchase economical and efficient
sponge refill packs at a discount from our official website www.letpot.com or the store where
you purchased the hydroponic system.

4.Can | transplant the sponge and hydroponic system plants into the soil?

When the roots of the plants are well developed (visible white roots extending from the sponge),
you can transplant them from the hydroponic system to other pots or garden soil. All our
sponges are made from biocarbon materials, which are degradable in soil and will not harm the
environment. Therefore, transplanting the plants with the sponge can improve the survival rate.
Please ensure to minimize trimming and damage to the roots when removing the sponge from
the white basket, so the plants remain in good condition.

5.Will My Settings Be Saved After a Power Outage?

Once you successfully connect your hydroponic system to Wi-Fi, your settings will be retained
even after a power outage. However, if your system is not connected to Wi-Fi and the app, it will
revert to default settings after losing power.

6.When Should | Add Nutrient ?

You only need to add nutrient solution when adding water, following the nutrient formula
provided. Be careful not to overconcentrate the nutrients. You can also use an EC meter to
adjust the EC concentration.
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6.HOW TO CARE AND MAINTANCE

1.Does the water pump need cleaning? How to clean the pump?

Under normal use, the pump does not need regular cleaning. We recommend cleaning the
pump and its filter sponge after at least six months of use. If you want to clean the pump, follow
these steps:

Step 1: Turn off the power and unplug the power cord.

Step 2: Press the clasp on the side of the pump and open the pump cover.

Step 3: Remove the sponge in front of the pump and rinse it with clean water. Avoid using
cleaning agents as they may disrupt the nutrient balance. If the sponge is very dirty, you can
also consider soaking the entire pump in clean water and gently shaking it to remove any debris
and rinse the whole pump.

Step 4: Reassemble the components and restart the machine.

If you need instructions for disassembling the pump for deep cleaning, please contact us or
check our Youtube video.

2.How to Clean My Water Tank:

If you notice dirt or debris inside the water tank, we suggest wiping the interior with a soft, damp
cloth or wet wipe. Then, turn off the power and unplug the power cord, remove the light board
and the telescopic rod, and rinse the tank with clean water. Avoid using any cleaners as they
may negatively impact plant growth. During cleaning, ensure that the light board, telescopic rod,
and power interface do not come into contact with water to prevent circuit damage.

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10.GARDENING TIPS

About germination:

What types of seeds can be grown in a hydroponic system?

1. Most seeds can be grown and germinated using a hydroponic system, as long as the
plants are suitable for the current environmental temperature and season.

2. Place 2-5 seeds per sponge. Some fast-growing plant seeds will germinate in less than
24 hours, while others may take 1-7 days or even 1-4 weeks to germinate. Different plant
characteristics are related to their growth.

3. By covering the seeds with blackout stickers and using seedling covers, you can create
a miniature daily greenhouse that helps the plants germinate faster. Remove the cover
when the plant has developed 2-3 small leaves.

About pruning:

1.For optimal results, prune your plants (Diagram A) to maintain their height instead of
keep raising the light panel. Pruning not only ensures that your plants remain compact
and at an appropriate distance from the light panels but also enables them to mature
properly and receive ample light for flourishing.

2.Prune regularly to maintain a healthy garden, but avoid trimming more than 1/3 of each
plant at a time.

3.Plants compete for light, and faster-growing plants can overshadow their slower-grow-
ing neighbors, hindering their growth. Trimming spreading leaves (Diagram B) is neces-
sary to ensure that slow-growing plants receive sufficient light to thrive and yield bountiful
harvests.

4.Pruning also means harvesting! Each time you prune, you can enjoy fresh vegetables in
salads, soups, or pizzas. A compact and healthy garden looks much better than an unruly
mess of oversized and spindly plants. So, be bold and embrace pruning!

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Plant support:

If you are growing climbing plants or big plants such as beans, tomatoes, peppers, or
other flowering plants, it is recommended to use plastic stakes for support. This ensures
that the plants grow upright, maintaining a tidy and healthy APPearance.

Additionally, it prevents larger plants from overshadowing nearby smaller plants, allowing
all plants to receive sufficient light. It is advisable to install the stakes before the plants
require support, enabling them to grow and thrive alongside the stakes.

Pollinating:

When the fruit-bearing plants (tomatoes, peppers, strawberries, eggplant, cucumbers etc.)
start blooming, we suggest that you do hand pollination to help your plants improve crop
yields.

To pollinate, use one or more of the following methods according the situation of your
plants:

1.Place a fan near your plants and the moving air will pollinate your plants.

2.Use fine brush or cotton swab to dab the pollen from the stamens and apply it to the
pistils.

3.Place an open hand inside plant branches, and gently move your hand back and forth to
shake the plant and spread the pollen. Do this carefully to prevent injury to the plant and
inflorescence.

Where to place your garden:

1.0n a sturdy, water-tolerant surface and it's recommand that placing beyond the reach of
children or pets.In a 59°F-86°F(15-30 C) environment (optimal).

2.Away from direct sources of heat (stove, furnace, vents, etc) or cold (window drafts, A/C
vents, etc).

About Harvesting:

The garden kit is most effective when using a harvesting technique known as "cut and come
again." In essence, you enjoy frequent small harvests and allow the plants to regrow for
subsequent harvests. For the first month or two, it is recommended to enjoy frequent
smaller harvests until the plants mature and provide larger harvests.

Harvest regularly to maintain a healthy garden, but remember to never take more than 1/3
of each plant at a time. For most salad greens, trim 2 inches off the top of each plant, or
individually harvest large leaves by cutting them at the base of the plant.
